F. OLD BUSINESS:
1. Bayside Park Updates
a. Post Bid Addendum #2- Kevin went over the addendum from Elmers. Went over

proposed changes. None of the changes the committee recommended would result in a
deduction of points. Kevin believes that Gosling and Czubak will recommend to the
state that the township goes with the Elmers bid. He hopes that would be recommended
today (4/20) . Starting date for the project would be May 14th. Estimated completion in

8 weeks.

b. Bidding Process/State Submission Status- Landscape bid package has been submitted to
the DNR, hoping to get three bids back on it. Traverse Outdoor is doing the restoration
for Elmers.

c. Landscape Components

d. Bench and Furniture Package-Kevin went over the benches to make sure they were

correct. Winter confirmed. 6 benches are spoken for, Sweetwater garden club may also
sponsor a bench. Discussed existing benches, they will be reused in other parks. Ryan
will get them moved before the construction start date.
Winter voiced the concerns of bench sponsors to have the wording on the plaques ok’d before
they are printed.
Heffner asked about screening between the gas station and park.Ryan will be digging up some
of the plants in areas that will be disturbed and be moving them. Plantings were discussed. Tart
trail is approximately 15 feet off US 31. Kushman asked about planting within the right away.
Kevin talked about going to MDOT.

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2. Trail Updates
a. Acme Connector Trail
i. Feast of Victory Letter of Commitment- Obtained the letter of commitment
from Feast of Victory, along with conditions they submitted. Kushman
explained that their questions would come out in the engineering plans.
Heffner brought up the shift in the trail plan, it was discussed. The final trail design will
drive the easements. Briefly discussed what was needed for the trail connection on the
Kelly property. Bunker hill to VGT engineering cost is approximately $28k. Tart has
some matching funds and the township still has the 15k from the 2% grant. A small
financial gap remains. Kushman will be checking in with Nate and Dan to see if they
have an alignment through the Kelly property

b. TVC2CHX Trail- Kushman update. Working with Elk Rapids to bring the trail down to
Maple bay, but instead of just encompassing that small segment they are looking at the
full area from Acme to Elk Rapids. An RFP is out held by the Village of ElIk Rapids, to
look at preliminary design between the village of Elk Rapids and Acme. The aim is to
hit the red stars on the map, they are the points of interest; Deep water pt.,Maple Bay,
Veterans memorial park, Herman Rd and Williams rd. At the end of the preliminary
design the hope is to have the best trial plan outlined that incorporates all the above
interest points. With the first phase of construction from Elk Rapids to Maple Bay and
the later phase( no predetermined date) maple bay to Acme. The deliverables desired
from the preliminary design are; best route, engineering and construction cost, through
a public process. Kushman has been having one on one land owner talks. Feels the talks
are going well and very informative.

c. Yuba Creek Natural Area- discussed the tart trail along the edges of the natural area.
Heflin is looking to see if the conservancy has the original application. Jenema will
look for similar info at the township. Discussion followed.

i. Management Plan Provisions
3. Park System Signage- Feringa is how working with Armor signs, a local company. They are
willing to work on the township signs. Winter will get a logo to them so we can see samples.

Looking at a design that will work for all the township parks.

4, Park Rules Ordinance- Still waiting on Jeff Jocks. Jenema asked him to have the language at the

May board meeting.

G. NEW BUSINESS:
1) Native planting project.- Timmins discussed a senior class project her daughter was interested in

bring to Bayside park. The project entails bringing Anishinaabe culture to the parks through a
native plant/language education area. Discussion followed. Timmins will be reaching out to the
tribe with the help of Feringa, and also the Garden club. The committee supports learning more
about the idea. Timmins will come back to the committee at a later date.

Timmins brought up a question about corporate sponsorship. The committee discussed. Agreed that plaques of

recognition could go up as long as they were small and tasteful, but no corporate name rights of large parts of

the park.

a. Review bid package and proposed changes

Discussed the bid that the township received back from Elmers. Out of seven companies, Elmers
is the only one to submit a bid back to the township. Jenema discussed how many of the
contractors thought they would have to subcontract to many parts of the project, do to the
complexity of it.

The committee discussed the $160,765 difference in the money the township has to spend on the
park and the actual bid price from Elmers. The committee went through the bid and decided what
we as a committee thought it would be best to pull out of the plan for a future phase. With an eye
to keeping cost in line with what the township can afford without losing the feel that the
committee hopes the park will convey.

Chris:

Thank you for taking the time to meet with the Feast of Victory (FOV) church council members on March 15, 2018
to discuss the proposed TART trail easement plans. As we discussed with you at the meeting, we are generally in
favor of allowing an easement for the TART trail to traverse across the south side of our property. FOV council has
conditionally approved proceeding with your proposed TART trail easement request. This attached letter
accompanies our signed copy of the "Acme Township Trail Connector Commitment" document. It outlines the
major conditions and concerns that need to be incorporated and are necessary to meet the

commitment of having the proposed TART trail easement cross our property.

QOur conditions and concerns that need to be addressed are listed below:

1. Our first concern is that of safety for both our members and visitors and the pedestrians that may use
the trail.

2. ltis apparent that there will be some type of retaining wall to hold back the steep grade along the south
side of our paved parking lot. We would require that the remaining portion of property outside the
"developed area" of the trail, within the easement area, be maintenance-free. Also, protection must be
provided so that no one gets hurt along the transition from the parking lot and (structure) wall down to the
trail.

3. We propose that the present driveway entrance/exit to our parking lot be relocated to the southwest corner
of our property (adjacent to the trail) so that it enters/exits directly onto Mt. Hope Road. This would
alleviate any potential conflicts with pedestrian and/or vehicle traffic. Any retaining structure or grade
changes that may be required adjacent to the driveway must be handled by the engineering firm.

4. As previously discussed, the proposed location of the switchback at the southeast corner of the unpaved
area of our property, just beyond our paved parking lot, must be relocated farther east so as not to hinder
future development of that area by FOV.

5. Signage must be installed so that the users of the trail know that our parking lot is not
to be used as a traithead.

6. Itis our understanding once the engineered plans are approximately 50-60% complete, we
will be presented with the proposed design development documents for our review
and comments,

7. FOV may obtain legal counsel to review the "Acme Connector Trail Letter of
Commitment" and "Easement for Acme Connector Trail in Acme Township"
agreement documents and other related documents or items associated with surveying
our property, re-deeding our property indicating the trail easement and filing the



modified deed with the country clerk's office, etc.

8. All costs associated with the items noted above or any other unforeseen expenses not
listed must be the responsibility of others. FOV will not be responsible for any costs
associated with this proposed project.

This letter constitutes the understanding of the items discussed at our meetings and conversations with
you and Acme Township. If you have any questions or concerns, please contact me.
